Trees, shrubs and vines are integral parts of the landscape, providing wildlife habitat, beauty and shade to
a property. Plants modify the immediate environment by altering the microclimate surrounding them, reducing
noise and trapping air pollutants. In addition to their aesthetic and environmental value, woody ornamentals often
represent a considerable financial investment in the landscape.

When choosing woody ornamentals for the landscape, it is important to look for characteristics that make
a plant a " high value" selection. The ideal plant is one that is tolerant of environmental stress factors such as
drought, poor soil conditions and air pollution. It would have few insect or disease problems that might require
management. In addition, it would have good form and multi-seasonal interest. While no one plant can be
considered ideal, plants that are structurally weak, short lived or intolerant of environmental stresses will require
a higher degree of maintenance.

The axiom "the right plant for the right place™ is particularly true for woody ornamentals. When selecting
plants for the landscape, mature height and spread must be considered as well as the conditions and limitations of
the planting site. A woody ornamental planted in the wrong location may fail to thrive, need increased
maintenance or become an out-of-scale landscape feature, thus losing its value to the property.

The first step in ensuring good plant health is choosing a recommended low maintenance plant and
planting it in the correct location. However, planting practices will also affect plant health. Improper planting
techniques or inadequate site preparations usually cause woody plants to decline in vigor or fail. Some common
practices that often result in plant failure are:

* planting at the wrong depth (too deep/too shallow)

* soil compaction from heavy equipment, etc.

« insufficient removal of burlap, twine, etc.

* deep mulching up to and against the bark

* mower damage, string trimmer injury or herbicide damage as a result of turf growing up to the trunk

* too much or too little water

Cool Colors vs. Warm Colors

One common way of categorizing the colors of the spectrum is by
dividing them into warm colors and cool colors. This categorization
is often used to influence mood and perception in a landscape. Blue
purple and green are considered "cool colors™ and their impact on
viewers tend to be relaxing and calming. Thus, for a meditation
garden, blue and/or purple flowers are logical choices. Red, yellow,
and orange are considered "warm colors,” and they tend to excite
and invigorate the viewer. In addition to using the warm/cool
qualities to influence mood, warm and cool colors can be used for
other effects. In a small yard, combining warm and cool colors can
change the perception of depth. Place flowers with warm colors in
the foreground. Behind them, position flowers with cool colors,
starting with darker shades (such as purple), followed by shades that
are successively lighter. This will create an illusion of depth. Warm
colors like red can make overly large spaces seem smaller and more
intimate. The warm colors appear to come forward in the landscape
and seem closer than they are in reality—thereby scaling down the
whole landscape in the process.

Landscape architecture is the science and art of modifying land
areas by organizing natural, cultivated, or constructed elements
according to a comprehensive, aesthetic plan. These elements




include topographical features such as hills, valleys, rivers, and
ponds; growing things such as trees, shrubbery, grass, and flowers;
and constructions such as buildings, terraces, roads, bridges,
fountains, and statuary. No unalterable rules exist in landscape
architecture because each plot of ground offers unique problems
caused by variation in contour, climate, and surrounding areas.

Most large-scale gardens
are planned by landscape architects, who provide for grading and
drainage as well as for decorative design. Small gardens usually do
not require the services of a landscape architect.

In addition to trees, shrubs, flowers, and other types of plants, a
residential landscape may require the addition of decks, outdoor
kitchens, irrigation, pools and spas, structures, and children's play
areas. A landscape architect is someone who can design all of these
elements and integrate them into a logical and visually appealing
plan for your property.
